Tinkers Furze – Access statement      
Introduction 

Our aim is to create a home from home for all visitors to our 4 bedroom bed and breakfast. The following statement is a summary of our provision. If you have any specific questions please feel free to call me and I will endeavour to help.

Pre-Arrival 
 
•The main train station is 3 minutes away by car, 15 m to 20 minutes on foot. 

•There is a local taxi service that has accessible taxis. if required, we can make a booking for you.
•A taxi service can be arranged to meet guests from Heathrow or Gatwick airport
•Brochures and breakfast order forms can be provided

Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
 
•There are three signs showing the name of the house and access is open 24 hours a day. There is no gate and the driveway is open to the road.
• Guests should normally not arrive before 4 pm and should vacate their room by 10 am on day of departure.
• No marked parking bays but there is ample room for 6 cars to be parked off-road.

•The surface is level, flat and gravel
•The drive is lit by a movement detecting sensor light.
•We can assist guests with luggage

•The town centre and shops are a few minutes walk from the house
Main Entrance & Reception 
 
•The front door has three steps 7 cm, 16cm and 16cm high.  

•The front door is always locked at night but usually open in the early evening when guests are arriving. There is a doorbell in the porch.

•The door is  92cm wide 

•On entry into our home there is a large hallway with seating provided
•There is carpeted flooring throughout the ground floor
Public Areas - General (Internal) 


• there is direct access to the ground floor sitting room and breakfast room from the hall through doors 80 cm wide.
•Corridors are well lit and have emergency lighting and smoke detectors
•There are two sets of double doors 48cm each leaf exiting to the garden patio from the sitting room and the dining room.

•There are two steps on to the patio from each door, first step 22cm and second step 21cm.

•There is bench seating on the patio in winter and patio table with chairs in the summer.

•The floors throughout the ground floor, staircase, including dining room and sitting room, are carpeted.
• There is a computer with broadband access for the use of guests on payment of a small charge.
•Guests do not normally have access to the kitchen but microwave meals may be heated in the kitchen and taken to be eaten in the sitting room or  dining room.

•There are 14 stairs to a landing followed by a further one stair to the first floor bedrooms.

•The stairs are 14cm high, 24cm deep, 85cm wide.
Public Areas - WC 
•Bedrooms have en suite facilities but no downstairs WC is available for guests’ use.
Breakfast Room  

•Breakfast is served in the dining room on the ground floor.  There are no steps into the room. Through the French windows you can access the patio and garden (one steepish step down). 
•Furniture is flexible and can be moved on request.

•Tables have underspace of 67cm high by 135cm wide and height of 73cm (legs on each corner).  There are chairs with armrests and without, which can be moved if necessary.
Laundry 
• laundry service is available for long stay guests on payment of a small charge.
Shop 
• Not available, but short walk to nearest supermarket in the High Street.

•Not available 
Outdoor Facilities 

• use of garden to walk in, sit in and smoke outside the house (smoking not allowed anywhere inside the house)
Conference & Meeting Rooms, Restaurant, Banqueting, Clubs, Entertainment

Bedrooms 
•There are no bedrooms on the ground floor, four on the first floor. All bedrooms, (excluding en suite bathrooms) are carpeted. There is wireless broadband access in all bedrooms on payment of a small charge per day.
First Floor

Room One (large room) 
• Door widths (main and bathroom) are 78cm wide

• Can either be a double bedroom (super king size) or a twin bedded room

• At least 85cm routes within the bedroom e.g. to the side of beds, between beds and side wall, therefore allowing for left or right transfer to beds in any combination

• Furniture is moveable on request

• Television with remote control and tea-making facilities provided
• One armchair is provided in the room

•There is an ensuite shower room (see below for details)

• Fitted short pile carpet on the floor

• Has access onto balcony via door 70 cm width with one step onto balcony
Room Two (large room)
•Door width (main and bathroom) are 78cm wide

•Double bedded room (king size)
•There is a space of 60cm between the wall and side of the bed 

•There is a 1 metre free space between the end of the bed and the bathroom/1.3m space to the wardrobe with a width of 2.57 metres.
•There is an ensuite bathroom and shower enclosure in the room (see below for details)
There is a step into the shower of 28cm and door width of 55 cm
•Bed is 55cm high 
•Fitted short pile carpet on the floor

• Has access onto balcony via door 70 cm width with one step onto balcony (27cm)
Room Three
•Single bedded room

•Door width (main) is 78 cm wide, bathroom door 68 cm
•Thre is an access route to the toilet/suite of 33.5 cm
•The bed is next to the wall but there is full access to the bed from one side.

•There is a small ensuite bathroom and small shower enclosure in the room (see below for details); shower door width 37.5 cm
•Bed is 55cm high 

•Fitted short pile carpet on the floor

Room Four

•double bedroom

• Door width (main and bathroom) - 78 cm.
• At least 85 cm either side of the bed.

•There is a large ensuite bathroom with Victorian-style cast iron claw foot bath (no shower) adjoining the bedroom down two steps with a low door height (see below for details)
•Access route of 60cm to bathroom from right hand side of bed and 50 cm from left side.
•Bed is 55cm high  

•Fitted short pile carpet on the floor

• All bedrooms have TVs with remote control, hairdryers and tea-making facilities.
Ensuite/Bathroom details
First floor bedroom 1 en suite showerroom
•Door width 73.5cm wide opening outwards.

•Shower door is 47.5 cm wide  with cubicle edge/step is 18cm high. 
•Free floor space 95cm x 170cm

•Basin is rounded at the front, height 89 cm
•Toilet is 42cm high

First floor bedroom 2 ensuite

•Door width 76cm wide opening outwards.

•Shower cubicle edge/step is 16cm high. 

•Free floor space 95cm x 170cm

•Basin is rounded at the front; height 89cm, 

•Toilet is 46cm high

First floor bedroom 3 ensuite

•Door width 74 cm ? wide opening outwards.

• bathroom/shower cubicle - edge/step is 16cm  high. 

•Free floor space within bathroom 95cm x 170cm?

•Basin is rounded at the front, height 89cm
•Toilet is 42cm high

First floor bedroom 4 ensuite

•Door width (main) 76cm wide opening outwards. Bathroom door width  76.5cm, height (low) 156.5cm with doorknob and no lock
• Two steps down )18 cm) to large bathroom. 

•Free floor space 150cm x 170cm, turning circle radius 50 cm.
•Basin is rectangular and is 80cm high 

•Bath is 57 cm high and six ft long (165 cm x 59cm).
•Toilet is 42cm high?
Grounds and Gardens 


•We have a large garden (flower border and lawn available) for residents to sit in (bench available) – not fully enclosed
•We do not have facilities for dogs in or outside the house.

Additional Information 
 
•Mobile phone reception is generally not always very good, guests may have to go outside for better reception.
•We are able to use the front, sitting room, dining room and back doors in the need of evacuation, the fire alarm rings continuously if evacuation is needed.  If you require more assistance for evacuating please notify us on arrival and we will ensure you are evacuated safely e.g. hearing impairment.

•We are a no smoking building (smoking is allowed on the patio outside the sitting room which has one step with a small sill and ashtrays are provided)

•We have a fridge in the kitchen which can be used for medication/food (not available 24hours).
•There is a first aid kit in the kitchen drawer to right of oven.
